Evergreens brighten the December holy seasons

A GIFT THAT KEEPS GIVING

The year that we moved into our Dahlonega home we
bought a live tree to decorate for Christmas. After enjoying the
tree in our living room until January 1st, we planted it in the
back yard. Several years later we built a deck on the back of the
house. The tree had grown and was too large to move.

The tree that once brightened our living room is now taller
than our two story house. A bird bath and feeder are located a
few feet from it. Birds seek security in its branches before mov-
ing to the bath and feeder. Sometimes we see them resting
just outside the windows of the sun room. A gift that we gave
ourselves is now a haven for birds.

During the month of December the Advent wreath and the
Christmas tree remind us of the beauty of the evergreens in our
landscapes and forests. These gifts from the natural world are
now symbols of the December holy seasons that celebrate the
anticipation and fulfillment of the birth of Christ.

ORIGINS AND MEANING OF THE ADVENT WREATH

Sources differ in their accounts of the origin
of the Advent wreath that we use today. Most
authorities agree that the ring or wheel of ever-
greens holding candles was a symbol in northern
Europe long before Christianity arrived. There is
evidence that people in Germany lit candles in
wreathes as a sign of the future warm sunlit days
of spring. In Scandinavia people used a wheel
with lighted candles to accompany prayers to the
god of light to turn the earth back toward the sun
to bring back longer days of warmth.

By 1600 both Catholics and Lutherans had de-
veloped formal practices to prepare for the birth
of Christ, the light of the world. Although the sea-
son of Advent has sometimes been a time of fast-
ing and penitence, now it is more likely marked by
a spirit of expectation, anticipation, and longing
for deliverance from the evils of the world. Today
Christians join those of the past in the hope that
the reign of a Messiah will bring peace, justice and
righteousness to the world.

This year the youth of our church sold Advent wreaths to
benefit the Church of the Common Ground. Four candles,
three purple and one pink were with this wreath, but four blue
candles are sometimes used instead. According to one source,
the candles which are lit on consecutive Sundays during Ad-
vent have the following meanings: first candle, hope; second,
love; third, joy; and fourth, peace. A white candle, placed in the
middle of the wreath, is lit on Christmas Eve and represents the
coming of the true Light of the World. Since the symbolism for
the candles is somewhat new, other versions exist.

THE FIRST CHRISTMAS TREE: TWO STORIES

Folk legends about the Christmas tree are widespread. The
central theme of most stories is Christ’s gift to the world in the

form of a decorated tree. Using the tree as the focus, people in
Europe taught their children to celebrate the birth of the Mes-
siah. The two stories here were found in www.eldrbarry.net.

In one story from Northern Europe three virtues named
Faith, Hope, and Charity were sent from above to locate a tree
that was as high as hope, as great as love, and as sweet as char-
ity. Moreover, the tree must have the sign of the cross on ev-
ery bough. The search ended in the forests of the North when
the virtues discovered the Fir. With the radiance of the stars as
lights, they saw the first Christmas tree.

Another story tells of a woodcutter who befriends a small
hungry child. The next morning the child, now revealed as the
Christ child, appears to the woodcutter and his wife. Breaking
a branch from a fir tree the child tells the couple that at Christ-
mas time the tree will bear fruit. As promised the tree became
loaded with golden apples and silver nuts.

The origin of the Christmas tree is less important than the
fact that different Christian traditions have evolved using ev-
ergreens and their decorations to symbolize the
truths that God sent his Son to save a fallen world.
Along with Advent wreaths, Christmas trees sym-
bolize the coming of the true Light from heaven
to earth.

THE YEAR OF FORESTS COMES TO A CLOSE

A resolution adopted by the United Nations
General Assembly designated 2011 as the Inter-
national Year of Forests. In so doing the Member
Nations recognized that “forests and sustainable
forest management can contribute significantly
to sustainable development, poverty eradication
and the achievement of internationally agreed
development goals, including the Millennium
Development Goals.” The resolution called upon
governments and organizations to support activ-
ities celebrating forests at the local and national
levels. Recognizing that one nation cannot pro-
tect the world’s resources alone, members were
encouraged to form partnerships across coun-
tries and organizations. A long list of activities from many parts
of the world can be found by writing International Year of For-
ests in your browser.

Looking back over the year, our Creation Keeper articles have
focused on sustainability of natural resources and quality of hu-
man life. Themes have included the Chattahoochee National
Forest, leaves, birds, butterflies, and wildflowers. The focus for
Lenten Study was Sustainable Faith, and the related articles de-
scribed sessions on planting, eating, architecture, and aid.

As we use our Advent wreaths and Christmas trees to light
our lives in the month of December we should acknowledge
that they are bringing the beautiful world of nature into our
homes and our church. We hope that you enjoy the gifts of
greenery as representatives of God’s wonderful creation.

Singing carols

" H hat would
¥ Christmas
be without

the carols we love so
much? Try to imagine
a Christmas Eve
service without any
carols. Unfathomable!
But what really

is a carol? Do we

sing these only at
Christmas time?

The carol is generally considered to have
originated in England in the 15th century,
though there were other examples as early as
the 12th century. The first carol was printed
in the 16th century, after the invention of
the printing press. It did not originally have a
connection with Christmas, but was any joyful
song that was thought of as a round dance
or a song used in processions or at special
events. These earliest carols were secular, not
associated with the Church. They had a text in
English, but often included a portion in Latin.
Today, we will have Angels We have Heard on
High with the refrain of Gloria in excelsis Deo.

The earliest carols had a set form: four lines
rhyming AAAB with a common refrain rhyming
BB sung after each stanza. With time, this form
became less rigid and evolved into any strophic
hymn, now with a religious connection.
Therefore, carols are no longer relegated to
Christmas but can be found in Advent and
Easter. Non-religious carols can be used to
celebrate any important day (May Day, July 4th).

The carol expanded to other countries
and is known as Carole or Noel in France,
Weihnachtslied in Germany and Villancico in
Spain. Carols declined after the Reformation,
as they were thought to be associated with
the Roman Catholic Church. The Calvinists
considered them nonessential. Fortunately,
after the 19th Century, there came a carol
revival and many composers wrote new carols
and sometimes included these in larger works.
At the same time, however, any Christmas hymn
in strophic form came to be called a carol, so
that the term now has a more fluid definition.

Let’s enjoy our Advent and Christmas carols
this year and look forward to identifying some
Easter carols in the months ahead.
